Martin Luther King, Jr. Day received the dignity it deserves with an informative 
and inspiring Keynote Address by Helen Maynard, an African American Mike 
Wallace Fellow at the U-M. (www.mjfellows.org/people/
mike_wallace.html) Maynard delivered a polished speech in recalling King's pro-
found remarks stir the soul of all Americans. 

 In any nonviolent campaign there are four basic steps: 
collection of the facts to determine whether injustic-
es   exist; negotiation; self purification; and direct ac-
tion; 

 Darkness cannot drive out darkness: only light can do 
that. Hate cannot drive out hate: only love can do that; 
and 

 Intelligence plus character-that is the goal of true edu-
cation. 

Unemployment for African Americans 22-27 years-of-age is 
12.4%; other ethic groups are in single digits.  On the upside, 
Maynard recalled the KKK rally in Ann Arbor's town square in 
October, 1996.  "An 18-year-old, brave Black woman, used her 
body to cover the prone body of an alleged KKK sympathizer 
who was a victim of mob violence," she noted.  

The Durham, NC resident carved a niche in AA Kiwanis club 
history with a memorable speech in celebration of Martin Lu-
ther King, Jr.'s life and ministry.  Her father helped Carl Stokes 
become the first elected African American Mayor of a major 
city, Cleveland (1967).  An impressive young lady: Helen 
Maynard <helmay@umich.edu>.
