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Today’s Program… 

Dale Leslie, “pinch-hitting” for Rip Kinney introduced today’s 
program Up the Football Staircase by Richard "Dick" Honig. Dick 
shared his very interesting and enjoyable experiences officiating 
football games over many years.  He discussed some of the up-
coming possible changes between pro and college games to 
better the game, reduce time-outs, and increase scoring.  He 
shared the development history since 2002 of the increased use 
of the instant re-play.  Dick was an American football official for 
41 years with 22 years in the Big Ten Conference (starting in 
1983) nine years in the Mid-American Conference and 20 years 
as a basketball referee for the Mid-American Conference. He offi-
ciated more than fifteen bowl games. His final football game 
was the 2005 Sugar Bowl between Virginia Tech and Auburn 
with an officiating career in Division I college football spanning 
over 350 games.  He is a 1963 graduate of the University of Mich-
igan with bachelor's and master's degrees in Kinesiology.  He was 
an all Big Ten shortstop on the Wolverines national championship baseball team in 1962.  Dick 
coached for ten years at Michigan, as an assistant basketball and baseball coach.  He is still in-
volved with the Big Ten Conference in a supervisory role and now supports the use of the in-
stant replay during games.  Since 1984 he owns and operates Honig's Whistle Stop, a game offi-
cials' supplies company.  It has expanded to eight branch offices and is the uniform supplier for 
umpires working the College World Series.  He and his wife, Liana, have four children and reside 
in Ann Arbor, Michigan, where Honig's Whistle Stop is located.

Steven Rhodes was a United States Bankruptcy Judge in the Eastern District of Michigan (Detroit) for nearly 30 years until 
his retirement on February 18, 2015.  He served as its chief judge from 2002-2009.  He was also appointed to the Bankrupt-
cy Appellate Panel of the Sixth Circuit from 1997-2004 and 2008-2011, serving as its chief judge from 2002-2004.  He was 
an Associate Editor of the American Bankruptcy Law Journal, published by the National Conference of Bankruptcy Judges, 
from 1994-1996.  In 1995, he was inducted as a fellow of the American College of Bankruptcy.  From 2002-2004, he was the 
Chair of the National Conference of Bankruptcy Judges Endowment for Education.  From 2005-2009, he was Vice President 
for Research of the American Bankruptcy Institute and on its Executive Committee.  On April 3, 2009, the ABI awarded him 
its 2009 Distinguished Service Award.  He is also a co-author, with Kathy Bazoian Phelps, of “The Ponzi Book: A Legal Re-
source For Unraveling Ponzi Schemes,” published by Matthew Bender LexisNexis (March 2012).   
In July of 2013, the chief judge of the Sixth Circuit Court of Appeals appointed him to preside over the bankruptcy case of 
the City of Detroit, the largest municipal bankruptcy case ever filed, and he confirmed the City’s plan of adjustment in 
November 2014. 
Recently, Crain’s Detroit Business honored him as one of its 2014 Newsmakers of the Year.  Also, Michigan Lawyers’ Weekly 
named him 2014 Lawyer of the Year.
